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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study the achievement of the PR students’ internship,
compare the achievement of the student by their demographic factors, and study the relationship
between the GPA and the achievement level of the students as well as the problems encountered by the
students during their internships, benefit of the internship and recommendations. Two hundred and
seventy four students’ evaluation sheet from the internship supervisors were analyzed using frequency
distribution, percentages, mean, standard deviation, t-test, One-way ANOVA, Tukey HSD, and Pearson’s
Product Moment Correlation. The findings were as follow.

1. Students internship achievement was at the good level.

2. Students with different the demographic characteristics had no statistical difference of their
internship achievement at the significant level of .05.

3. Students’ GPA had the significant relationship with their internship achievement at level of
.01.

4. Students working in different offices had statistical different of internship achievement at the
significance level of .0.

5. The problems and obstacles encountered by the student were the adjustment into the real
working environments and put the knowledge gained from the classroom into practices. The benefits
gained from this internship were the knowledge, working skills and hand-on that prepare the students for
their future careers. The students suggested that the PR department should provide intensive practicum

in the class on writing skill, in-house broadcasting, and media design.
